Selecting a service pole in 4 steps:
Simple process in selecting a service pole.

1.  Choose a service pole according to wiring 
requirements, to the number of outlets and 
switches and sockets: 
• Circular 
• Elliptic

2.  Define the mounting option and the height:
• Type of ceiling 
• Total height 
• Service pole extension, if necessary

3.  Select the socket box according to the 
number of outlets: 
• 4 outlets 
• 8 outlets 
• 16 outlets

4.  Select adapters depending on the needed 
switches and sockets to be installed.
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2. Define the mounting option and the height

Determine whether the mounting is from ceiling or suspended ceiling, and measure the total height in order 
to add, if necessary, a service pole extension.

3. Select the socket box according to the number of outlets

4. Select adapters according to switches and sockets (see pages 188-189)
